After School Behaviour

After talking about the great curriculum
developments in the school it is aways
disheartening for staff and administration
when we have to spend so much time on
sorting out behavioural issues — especially
those which happen outside of school and
flow into the school.

There are a couple of points that | want to
make clear to parents.

Students who are not picked up/wak home
etc straight after school are more likely to
get involved in negative behaviours such as
fighting or verbal abuse.

Students who stay in the adjoining park or
around the Library for extended periods of
time are unsupervised. Many lately have
been involved in inappropriate behaviours
with older youths — of whom we have no
control so it makes it difficult for us to
resolve issues. It also gives our school a bad
name when incidents happen in such a
public place.
